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* Dan 9:24 Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the 

transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring in 

everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most holy. 

Dan 9:25 Know therefore and understand that from the going forth of the commandment to 

restore and to rebuild Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks and threescore 

and two weeks; the street shall be built again and the wall even in troublous times. 

Dan 9:26  And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and 

the people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end 

thereof [shall be] with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined. 

Dan 9:27 And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the 

week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of 

abominations he shall make [it] desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall 

be poured upon the desolate.   

 

Dan 9:25 tells us that there are seven weeks and sixty two weeks unto Messiah the Prince.  This 

is a total of sixty-nine weeks.  Notice that the sixty-nine weeks ends in 26 AD.  The fall of 26 

AD was the time when Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist.  (Luk 3:1,21-23) Then he 

attended the first Passover of his ministry in the spring of 27 AD.  (Jhn 2:13-25) 

 

Dan 9:25 also says that these weeks begin from the decree to ‘restore and rebuild Jerusalem’.  

One such decree was given by Cyrus in 539 BC.  But the count did not start with his decree 

because it was not a decree to ‘restore and rebuild Jerusalem’.  His decree had to do only with 

rebuilding the temple. (2Ch 36:22-23, Ezr 1:1-4)  The seventy weeks are counted from the 

decree of Artaxerxes to Ezra in 457 BC because this was the decree that gave Ezra authority to 

begin to ‘restore’ the government of God in Jerusalem.  (Ezr 7:11-26)  After this followed 

another decree of Artaxerxes to Nehemiah in 444 BC giving him permission to follow Ezra’s 

lead and begin to ‘rebuild Jerusalem’ (Neh 2:1-9).    

 

Dan 9:26 tells us that the Messiah would be ‘cut off’ sometime AFTER the seven weeks and 

sixty two weeks.  So he would be ‘cut off’ sometime during the 70
th

 week.  Dan 9:27 explains in 

detail the 70
th

 week.  The Messiah would ‘confirm the (New) Covenant’ for the whole of the 70
th

 

week.  And in the ‘midst of the week’ (30 AD) he would ‘cause the sacrifice and oblation to 

cease’.  Jesus accomplished this by replacing the Old Testament physical sacrifices and oblations 

with the New Testament sacrifice of himself.   

* Hbr 10:6   In burnt offerings and [sacrifices] for sin thou hast had no pleasure.   

Hbr 10:7   Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of me,) to do thy will, 

O God.   

Hbr 10:8   Above when he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and [offering] for sin 

thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure [therein]; which are offered by the law;   
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Hbr 10:9   Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may 

establish the second.   

Hbr 10:10   By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ 

once [for all].   

 

The remaining three and a half years of the seventy weeks is explained in Dan 9:26. “and the 

people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof 

[shall be] with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined.”  This desolation 

of the remaining three and a half years will take place in the future just before the return of 

Christ.
