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6 3 .  
THE DISCIPLES ASKED  WHEN THE KINGDOM SHALL BE RESTORED 
Act 1:6 When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou 

at this time restore again THE KINGDOM to Israel?  

Act 1:7  And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the times or the seasons, which the 

Father hath put in his own power.   

Act 1:8  But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be 

witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost 

part of the earth.    

 Note: When the restoration of the Kingdom to Israel would take place was not for the 

original disciples to know.  The duty Jesus gave them was to be witnesses of his teachings and of 

his resurrection.   

 

Daniel tells us that at the time of the end, there would be an increase in understanding the words 

of God.  

* Dan 12:4 But thou, O Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, [even] to the time of the 

end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased.  

 

This knowledge did include the understanding of when the Kingdom of God would come.  

Knowledge increasing is said here in context of the Days of Daniel 12.  These days end with the 

first resurrection.  Notice in verse 13 that Daniel shall ‘rest’, that is in death and ‘stand up’, that 

is in the resurrection at the end of these days. Please see the article, “My Theories About 

Prophecy” showing my theory about how these scriptures should be interpreted. 

* Dan 12:9 And he said, Go thy way, Daniel: for the words [are] closed up and sealed till the 

time of the end.  

Dan 12:10   Many shall be purified, and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly: 

and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand.   

Dan 12:11   And from the time [that] the daily [sacrifice] shall be taken away, and the 

abomination that maketh desolate set up, [there shall be] a thousand two hundred and ninety 

days.   

Dan 12:12   Blessed [is] he that waiteth, and cometh to the thousand three hundred and five and 

thirty days.   

Dan 12:13   But go thou thy way till the end [be]: for thou shalt rest, and stand in thy lot at the 

end of the days.   

 

The First resurrection in which Daniel shall stand up takes place the same time the saints 

(including Daniel) will take over and possess the Kingdom of God. 

* Dan 7:17  These great beasts, which are four, [are] four kings, [which] shall arise out of the 

earth.   
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Dan 7:18   But the saints of the most High shall take the kingdom, and possess the kingdom for 

ever, even for ever and ever.   

* Dan 7:27   And the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole 

heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom [is] an 

everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey him.   

* Rev 11:15 And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The 

kingdoms of this world are become [the kingdoms] of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he shall 

reign for ever and ever.
